2. lIsrael had a problem with being thankful (see Exodus
16:1-6, 17:1-3)

3. It seems the thanksgiving sacrifices were required due
to their ungratefulness — Leviticus 7:11-16

. A New Testament Warning!

1. Adownward trend spiritually and morally starts with
an ungrateful heart (see Romans 1:18-21 and Il
Timothy 3:2)

2. Contentment starts with being thankful (Philippians
4:4-7, 10-13)
